Annual programming: Program Proposals (Mimi)

· EMIERT Taste of Chicago (Mimi & Veleda) 
Tess and Veleda are organizing a Taste of the Town Chicago. This is a ticketed event with pricing to be determined.  Veleda and Tess decided to survey the members of staff of the ODLOS (in Chicago) to see if they (or others) can give suggestions for ethnic and cultural places to visit of interest to the membership.  The deadline is January 6 for submission for ALA ticketed events so this will still give a couple weeks to contact the restaurants and places for possibilities and pricing. 
Distinguished Librarian Award: The group is reviewing the nominations now, and the recipient will be announced at midwinter.
EMIERT brochure revision: Mimi is spearheading this revision. She forwarded the final draft to John at ODLOS.  He has asked for high resolution for the content and photos. Lori responded that the pictures are available in the EMIERT web folder (Lori had added them) and John will locate what is there.
· Jewish Information committee and brochure revision (Wendy & Barbara) 
· Barbara gave ALA a copy for the Jewish Information Committee web page and asked them to add her e-mail address so that people could contact her. She said the committee does not need a print brochure.
· Barbara is waiting to hear back from Rabbi Capers Funnye. She asked him to speak at a JIC program in Chicago. He heads a Black Israelite congregation in Chicago. He is also Michelle Obama's cousin.
ALA Representative to IFLA Section on Library Services to Multicultural Populations (Mimi).IFLA Nominations: IFLA is currently seeking nominations for representatives who will serve on IFLA section standing committees for 2017-2021. In order to find highly qualified candidates, ALA asks assistance from divisions, RTs, and committees to bring forward nominations- EMIERT is responsible for IFLA Library Services to Multicultural Populations. The deadline for nominations was extended to November 18.  Mimi only received one potential person of interest (from the International Relations Office in ALA).  This appointment requires the participant to fund all expenses.  There is no support from ALA.  Mimi will confirm if this person is a member of EMIERT (a requirement) and work with the individual to get the forms etc.  She asked if we want to extend our deadline again or just go with this person?  The suggestion was to look at the nomination materials to see if we think this person would be a good representative and if a member of EMIERT before deciding to extend or not.
