CAL Board adopted a resolution to pursue refunding the State Grants for Publicly Funded Libraries in the
Colorado Long Bill in 2013. A Proclamation to make October “Colorado Literacy Month” was put forward
through our legislative committee and was signed by Governor Hickenlooper October 1, 2012. You can find
the proclamation on the legislative page of the CAL website here: http://www.cal-webs.org/Legislative.html
The ParalLibrarian's Spring Workshop was a huge success with record 80 attendees and $2000 net profit.
Governor Hickenlooper identified a March date as Colorado Library Day by proclamation for the third year in
a row. According to the CAL Lobbyists, this was the best State Lobby Day we have had. Our CAL advocates
met at the state capitol and spoke with our legislators and distributed information for Colorado libraries. - over
20 people participated with the formal event; more participated by contacting their legislators. A Resolution
that School Libraries and Librarians are Critical to Educational Success was passed at the National Level. In
conjunction with this the CASL board worked diligently on an advocacy webpage that can be accessed at this
link: http://casl.wordpress.com/school-library-advocacy-toolkit/ A task force was created to select and
implement a new Automated Management System for CAL which includes a new website interface.  There
was a board vote and approval to have a joint conference with MPLA in 2016. The work on creating a new
CAL logo which began in 2010 -2011 was completed. A survey to gather ideas from CAL members about the
organization was distributed. The Feedback was assembled and used by a graphic designer to create
possible logos. The CAL membership voted and approved a new and updated CAL logo on the annual ballot
this year.
