**Committee Charge:  

The Student and Student Chapter Outreach Committee (SASCO) is charged with the task of developing and maintaining a network of individuals able to promote ALA and NMRT, to work with other NMRT and ALA recruitment efforts, to help keep student members informed of various NMRT activities, awards and scholarships, and to review/evaluate NMRT's student recruitment efforts.

**Project Description / Goals:  

A main goal of the SASCO committee is to keep students informed throughout the year of various NMRT activities, awards, scholarship, resources, etc. We will accomplish this by assigning each SASCO member as a liaison to several ALA student chapters, and sending updates to our student chapter contacts throughout the year, asking that they share the information with students at their programs.

We are developing a pre- and post-survey to assess the needs and wants of students and student chapters. Furthermore, the assessment will gauge satisfaction with committee outreach and efforts. 

In order to “develop and maintain a network of individuals able to promote ALA and NMRT,” we will focus on updating the NMRT Speaker’s Pool. The goals for the Speaker’s Pool are to 1) contact those currently listed to update their information, 2) recruit more people who would be willing to promote NMRT and add them to the list, and 3) promote the Speaker’s Pool to ALA student chapters.

We will attempt to evaluate NMRT’s recruitment efforts by keeping track of questions and feedback we receive from students and student chapters throughout the year. This will contribute to future NMRT recruitment and outreach.
